Listed Building Consent – Removal of substandard ceiling in the sitting room, add new piece of oak to pick up ends of the floor joist work and to replace ceiling using traditional lathe and plaster; Removal of clinker wall in hallway, carefully lift bricks, install membrane and relay bricks in original pattern; replacement of rotten wood and lead on 20th Century porch
The Parish Council recommend APPROVAL subject to the views of the Conservation Architect.

They were in favour of approval for the amended kitchen/dining layout in Unit 3, however queried the amended design for the main entrance door in Unit 2 and whether the glazing option was an appropriate design and in keeping with the remainder of the building.
