Cranbrook Rugby Football Club:
The Clerk gave an update on the situation regarding the clubs desire to extend their car park. Peter Mellor had served notice on the Parish Council as trustees of the land informing us that they were submitting a planning application to extend the car park. A previous application had been supported by the police and Parish Council but was refused by TWBC on account of the amount of trees that would need removal. TWBC had suggested an alternative area which was now the site of the proposal. At Members request the Clerk agreed to write to Mr Mellor expressing the Parish Council’s support of the proposal.
12/14:
St.George’s Institute – Gift of land:

Cllr. Rook informed the Committee that he and the Clerk had attended a meeting with Buss Murton Solicitors. There were several issues regarding ‘rights of way’ that needed to be clarified before any progress can be made. Buss Murton confirmed they have advised the St. George’s Institute Committee that as they are acting on our behalf, they will need to appoint their own solicitor.

13/14: Pension Policy:
The Clerk advised the Committee that she had received an email from Kent County Council explaining that regulations stated we were required to publish a policy in connection with the pension provided for the Clerks. Several guidance documents and a pro forma were also sent to assist in the process. A draft was tabled which mirrored the KCC Pension Policy. Cllr. Holmes proposed the draft document be adopted as our policy, this was seconded by Cllr. Rook and agreed.
