Single storey rear extension.

DECISIONS:

The Chairman informed Members that she had gone on the portal and discovered that several decisions had been issued.  Jane Lynch had mentioned at the CCAAC meeting that parishes were not going to receive copies of the decisions.  The Clerk reported that she had e mailed Jane Lynch and suggested that the decisions should still come out as part of the decision process.  This would mean minimal work for the planning technicians.  Cllr. Swann stated that this suggestion was also made to Jane Lynch at the CCAAC meeting.  Cllr. Bunyan read out decisions which she had discovered.  Members accepted that there were too many to record on the Minutes.  
ITEMS FOR INFORMATION:

Cllr. macLachlan gave an update on the Gladman application in Common Road, Sissinghurst.  Officers from Tunbridge Wells Borough Council came to a meeting in Sissinghurst on the 17th September and explained the planning policies which was very helpful.  They stated that they were content that they had the five year supply in the light of the Knights Park development.  They gave an example of an appeal decision at Woking which was informative.  They felt that the figures for housing were too low at 6,000 – the suggestion they made was for4 19,000.  Their local plan was being reviewed.  They felt that the outcome would be dependent on an Inspector.  The officers were confident that they could issue the decision by the due time and it may be an officer decision rather than a committee decision.  The due date for the decision was the 13th November.  
He then informed Members of a discussion he had had with Helen Grant MP on the general presumption of development and how this affects rural areas.  She was going to speak to Eric Pickles MP.
